Last year former client Kelsey spoke of her step father’s sexual abuse, which started 
when she was in sixth grade and continued for a year and a half.  Kelsey’s mother 
initially removed her husband from the house, but quickly caved and allowed the man 
who had sexually abused twelve year old Kelsey to move back in.  After experiencing 
years of depression, anxiety attacks and flashbacks, Kelsey confronted her parents.  
Kelsey’s mother and step-father continued to deny the abuse and Kelsey knew she had to 
leave home for good.  Kelsey turned to YES to get the help she needed to overcome the 
abuse and become the poised and confident young woman she is today.  Kelsey attends 
Seattle Central Community College’s Culinary Arts Program and says “YES has really 
helped me understand that I was not alone, and I will always have someone to count on.  
I am greatly thankful and appreciative for the support I have received at YES.”
